 Sunday… 
Today’s gospel is part of Jesus’ fourth sermon.  The subject 
matter is maintaining Church fellowship.  Inevitably, disputes 
arise in community and mechanisms are needed to resolve 
conflicts.  In any community even interpersonal conflicts are 
disruptive; in the community of Jesus, the stakes are higher for 
the witness of the common life either advances or threatens the 
credibility of the gospel.  Given that the possible outcome of the 
conflict in this gospel is excommunication (18:17), the matter 
must be grave.  The challenge of gospel living is the hard work 
of addressing rifts directly, honestly, and prayerfully in order to 
reach reconciliation through the power of Christ.

With Ann Hannan’s unexpected and sudden departure, we have 
turned to the resources right in our own parish to fill most of the 
void.  Fortunately, we have many fine people who are willing to 
step up to the plate and take on expanded roles in a variety of 
areas.

 Exegesis/Reflection on this Sunday’s readings  
Ezekiel 33:7-9 | Psalm 95:1-2, 6-7, 8-9 | Romans 13:8–10 | Matthew 18:15–20 

 

 Accountability presumes that you will have answers and assume responsibility for the success of a project.  
When you are accountable not only does the success of a project belong to you, but any shortfalls or oversights 
are also placed on your shoulders.  Probably the most difficult situation is being accountable for the actions of 
others.  Even our best efforts can fall short because another person makes choices that are beyond our 
influence. 
 The readings this week speak to us about accountability that extends far beyond the scope of our own 
actions.  In the first reading, Ezekiel is given no small task when told that he is responsible for turning the 
people of Israel away from their evil ways.  He must make every effort to convince the people to change their 
ways.  Imagine being evaluated on such an enormous task!  Paul’s message is very much the same when he 
tells Romans “to love one another” (Romans 13:8).  Loving someone entails the responsibility of caring for that 
person and keeping them safe.  To love one another implies that we are accountable to one another.  In the 
reading from the Gospel according to Matthew, Jesus teaches us the role of the community in holding people 
accountable for reconciling with others. 
 God clearly wants to know that we have a responsibility for others around us.  Our words, actions, attitudes, 
and efforts communicate our care and concern for one another.  If everyone recognizes that he or she is 
accountable for his or her actions, and the community members accept their responsibility to care for their own, 
then reconciliation can become a reality.

Faith Sharing 
• Body language communicates our attitudes.  Play a 
game of charades, having each person model the body 
language of an attitude.  Have others guess the 
attitude.  Discuss which attitudes communicate care 
and concern for others. 
• Revisit the sacrament of Penance (Reconciliation).  
Learn more about the sacrament and share what you 
have learned with one another.  Make plans to 
celebrate the sacrament. 
• Make a family chain of accountability.  Have each 
member do the following:  Write your name on a strip 
of paper.  Finally, write down the names of family 
members who count on you.  Connect the strips of 
paper by looping them through one another.  Fasten 
the loops with staples or tape to form a chain. 

Family Discussion 
• How do members of my family reconcile with one 
another?  Do I follow all the steps in this week’s 
reading from the Gospel? 
• Where does the sacrament of Penance fit in my 
family’s process of reconciliation? 

• How do I hold myself accountable to my faith 
community, school community, and other 
communities to which I belong?  How can I 
participate more fully in them?
